Coupled with the love of their house
parents, many of these orphans experience a sense
of true belonging for the very first time, which only
deepens as they learn about the love their heavenly
Father has for them.

Today, as the war destroys communities across
Ukraine, many families find themselves displaced and
in search of a new place to call home, a new place to
belong.

The Boys on the Border

Dima’s story [Mel's House resident]

Early in the morning of February 24, Housemother Tonya
came into our room and told us to wake up — the war
had started. \We were stunned. We didn’'t know what

to do. Imagine having all these plans and dreams for
the future... all gone within seconds.

ter two days of hiding in the root

cellar and listening to the sirens
outside, our house parents decided we
needed to leave our city quickly. All the Kkids
piled into our bus, and we drove for days.
Sirens were wailing, traffic was terrible and
we even passed through areas of shelling.
After several days of travel, we finally
reached the border.

Devastatingly, we were told that the five
boys over the age of 18, myself included,

could not cross with the rest of the family.
This was confusing to us. This crazy war was
happening, and we could not go with our
parents? It did not make sense.

We did not want to let our houseparents
Tonya and Vova go! They stayed with us
for nine weeks writing and calling different
government offices to see if an exception
could be made. They did not want to leave
us behind, and they stayed as long as they
could. But eventually, they had to leave.

However, during those nine weeks, God
began to work in our hearts.

Looking back, we realize if they had left us
right away, we would have felt betrayed. But,
when we gave it over to the Lord, we saw
that God had a safe place for them... and for
us. We began to trust God more than ever.

The Ukrainian city where we live now is
quite different from our home. It is
crowded. Our living arrangement forces
us to work closely together (literally)
through every circumstance.

But, for the first time, we truly feel that we
are being used by God! Our prayer life is
more fervent. It's no longer lukewarm. Over
the summer, we were able to work with kids

at a Christian camp for several days. We are
also finding opportunities for discipleship.

During this horrible war, people have
become more open to the gospel.

This past August, | was baptized. On that
day, | felt such peace knowing that | had
100% made the right decision! | thought of
Tonya and Vova a lot that day. | remember
things they taught us. | remembered the
stories they shared about all the kids that
had once lived in Mel's House — specifically,
the stories of the ones that were baptized.
